a 12,000 Square Foot Clubhouse and Retail Space of 26,000 Square Feet

 Located on Block 105, Lot 1 within the Township of Mount Olive, 

Morris County, New Jersey

WHEREAS, on January 10, 2007, the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority (hereinafter “MSA”) adopted Resolution No. 07-02 entitled “Resolution of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority Endorsing the New Jersey Treatment Works Application (TWA-1) of the New Jersey Foreign Trade Zone Venture for a Pump Station and Force Main to Serve an Adult Residential Development of 512 Townhouses, a 12,000 Square Foot Clubhouse and Retail Space of 26,000 Square Feet Located on Block 105, Lot 1 within the Township of Mount Olive, Morris County, New Jersey”; and 

WHEREAS, the MSA has received the following documents submitted by Lee T. Purcell Associates: 

1. Treatment Works Approval Permit Application (TWA-1) – 4 pages; 

2. Statement of Consent (WQM-003) – 4 pages; 

3. Engineer’s Report for Domestic Treatment Works Approval Applications (WQM-006) – 4 Pages;

4. Lee T. Purcell Associates’ repot entitled “Technical Design Report, I.T.C. Discharge Force main, Contract No. AAC-1-06, Block 105, Lot 1, Township of Mount Olive, Morris County, New Jersey” dated November 2006;
5. Specification Items for I.T.C. Active Adult Community, prepared by Lee T. Purcell Associates and dated November 2006; 
6. Project Plans prepared by Lee T. Purcell Associated and dated November 2006 – 6 Sheets; and 
WHEREAS, the MSA has received correspondence from Lee T. Purcell Associates that “Due to economic conditions, the I.T.C. has not be (sic) able to proceed with construction and the twice extended permit expired.  NJDEP required a new TWA Permit Application in order to issue a new permit for this same project”; and 

WHEREAS, Lee T. Purcell Associates have prepared a Certification dated July 12, 2012 confirming that “there have been no changes in the project as permitted in April 2007”.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority that the above referenced Treatment Works Permit Approval Application (TWA-1) for the connection of a Pump Station and Force Main on Block 105, Lot 1 to serve an adult residential development of 512 townhouses, a 12,000 square foot clubhouse and a retail space of 26,000 square feet is hereby endorsed contingent upon:

Endorsement of NJDEP Form WQM-003 (Statement of Consent) by the Township of Mount Olive (Section B) and submittal of a Resolution in this regard; and be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, that Steven Rattner, Chairman of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority is hereby authorized to sign the Statement of Consent (NJDEP Form WQM-003).
Discussion for Res. No. 12-28:  Mr. Rattner indicated that there has been questions from the Board about why we are going out to bid.  It was questioned why not just go through the Coop because the contract has already been negotiated.  Regardless, Mr. Schilling would like to give it a try to see if he can get a lower price by competitive bidding.  It was discussed that the legal notice should be automatically sent to as many vendors as possible.  Mr. Kron indicated that going out to bid is not required and suggested to just e-mail the specs to two or three companies and then negotiate.  The question was raised as to what the difference was.  Mr. Rattner indicated that the majority of small businesses do not want to deal with the bidding process because the State requirements are too complex for them.  The importance of technical specifications for the bid was discussed.  It was decided that everyone should forward names of any companies they would like the bid notice to be forwarded to, to the MSA office.
