     Mr. Kron has received a letter from NJDEP and was informed that the NJDEP will take into account the delisting and change the permit with some modifications.  The MSA will have the right to file an appeal within 45 days and to renew the request for mediation when the final permit is issued. The current permit will remain in effect until a determination on the mediation/appeal is made.  Najarian Assoc proposal for additional work relative to the permit renewal will be considered at a later time. 

                Chairman Rattner noted that an analysis has been received from the Auditor regarding the spreading of the 2002 loans over the next 2 years or waiting until 2013.  The Debt Service will be finished for the Phase I and Phase IA and will reduce the 2014 Budget.   Chairman Rattner stated that pending legislation will limit Authorities to a 2% increase and that he has requested a meeting with Representatives to address the impact of NJDEP requirements in the budget process.   
                   Chairman Rattner questioned if the sludge could be thickened as this would save money paid to PVSC for treatment. Additional price quotes will be needed to repair cranes. LTPA conducted an inspection of the beam and hoist system at PS 1. The hoist system will need to be refurbished but the capacity of the beam, the grading and flooring will satisfy the new pump loads.  Commissioner Bates questioned if the area that the pump will sit on will need to be renovated. Mr. Schilling stated that the low bidder for the pumps will not need a different base or modification.  OPEIU Local 32 representative met with the employees on June 14.  Commissioner Schwab objected to the employees meeting during normal working hours. Commissioner Kieser requested that the commissioners ask their respective municipalities for their salary ordinances for comparison.  NJDEP will issue a NOV and minimum fine amount as a result of a missed quarterly Bioassay. At the request of Mr. Schilling, representatives from NJDEP toured the plant and evaluated the plant point system.  This resulted in the reclassification of the plant from an S4 to a S3 Facility.  Mr. Schilling is obtaining price quotes for the security gate system.  Commissioner Pucilowski suggested that the Morris County Cooperative Pricing Council and State Cooperative Contract  List be looked at for purchases.  Repairs & Maintenance Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Benson, seconded by Mr. Bates and the affirmative vote of members present.      

                    Mr. Purcell updated the Authority on the construction status of the priority projects.  LTPA would like permission to obtain a price proposal from the Contractor for the additional work to rehabilitate the interceptors under Contract 240.  There is an estimated $105,000 under run on Contract 240.  Mr. Schilling informed the MSA that NJDEP will be inspecting all of the pump stations and collection system on Aug. 3.  All of the work that has been done under Contract 240 will be included in the inspection and Mr. Schilling supports the additional repair work that needs to be completed. 
 Mr. Kron will research the Statute as it is his understanding that a Change Order can not be issued for more than 20% of the Contract. The Priority Projects Committee will meet to review repairs and potential upgrades. Funding could be available in the Renewal/Replacement Acct or State/Federal Loans. There should be sufficient time for LTPA to submit a commitment letter if the MSA decides at the September meeting to apply for funding for FY2012.  Mr. Schilling is concerned with the aging of the pumps, motors and drives.  The Engineer’s Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Schwab seconded by 
Mr. Kunkel and the affirmative vote of members present.
