      Mr. Schilling met with Byram Twp Manager Joe Sabatini and informally discussed issues and challenges the town is facing regarding their 6 pump stations and their external service provider. 
Mr. Kron will review the bid specifications for the replacement pumps as prepared by Mr. Schilling. The Personnel Committee will be prepared to look at the Local 32 Contract within the next 30 days as the current contract expires at the end of this year.  The Commissioners and engineer expressed their concerns with the reduction of ferric chloride use as it relates to the phosphorus removals and the proposed new permit.  Mr. Schilling will monitor the removals so that there is no change.  The list of assets for public auction will be forwarded to the Commissioners for review.  Monthly Repairs & Maintenance Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Kieser, seconded by Mr. Bates and the affirmative vote of members present.      

                 Motion offered by Mrs. Michetti, seconded by Mr. Kunkel to amend the MSA schedule of monthly meetings as follow: changing the meeting that was scheduled for July 6, 2011 to July 27, 2011 and cancelling the August 3, 2011 meeting.  Motion carried by the unanimous roll call vote of members present.  

                    The Authority wants the change order for the extension of the completion date for Contract 225 to include the costs to LTPA for the delay as a result of the contractor attempting to substitute equipment from what was specified.  The engineer is working with Stanhope to provide potable water to PS 6 with the costs to be included in Contract 230. Commissioner Schwartz requests that the upgrade at the PS6 site include screening/decorative landscaping.  LTPA recommends that the savings on Contract 240 be used to authorize repairs to the interceptor. Mr. Purcell reminded the Authority that funding for FY2012 requires the Commitment Letter to be filed by October 2011 and suggests that a list of projects be refined.  The Engineer’s Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Benson seconded by 
Mrs. Michetti and the affirmative vote of members present.
