                         Commissioner Hoyt questioned how long the UV bulbs run and the cost of approximately $28,000 for their replacement every 2 years. Mr. Schilling explained that the UV System runs 24/7, 365 days and the manufacturer recommends replacement after 12,000 hours.  Commissioner Schwab questioned the performance of the replacement Muffin Monster.  Mr. Schilling stated that the pumps don’t have to be cleaned out and are performing much better. The Repairs & Maintenance Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Sylvester, seconded by Mr. Schwab and the affirmative vote of members present.       


 The Stay of Permit Conditions for phosphorus, nitrates and total dissolved solids has been approved by NJDEP. Mr. Kron explained that the following has been done regarding the Permit: 1) an appeal was filed on the permit which means it can not take effect until there is a judicial ruling on it by a court 2) filed for an alternate dispute resolution which is a mediation process between the different levels of government 3) the Stay of the Permit conditions filed for and granted.  The Authority does not have to do anything more at this time.  Chairman Rattner’s meeting with Deputy Commissioner Irene Kropp at the WEA Conference was most helpful.  Chairman Rattner referred to a meeting that took place 5 years ago between the Chairman/Commissioners and the MSA consultants and at that time, Dr. Najarian informed the Authority of the process and time involved for an appeal.  Commissioner Rattner estimated that the Authority is probably saving $ 1 M a year, just from the delay.  Chairman Rattner noted that the phosphorus and nitrate removals need to be monitored closely.  The Executive Director of the Musconetcong Watershed and Musconetcong River Management Council commended the Hackettstown MUA and especially the MSA facility for using science to be good stewards of the river. 
                       Mr. Purcell reported that the Priority Projects are complete.  The NJEIT payment requests are being filed and received.  The Authority’s formal written consent of the Morris County WMP will be sent after the Morris County member municipalities have accepted the plan. Stanhope Borough Administrator Brian McNeilly has responded to the MSA request for water service for PS 6. Stanhope would likely waive the connection fees.  The estimated construction cost to tie into the water main is $27,638.  Road paving on Route 206 will be taking place soon and once resurfacing takes place, there is a 5 year moratorium on opening the road. LTPA will draft a letter to Stanhope requesting permission to tap into the existing water service near the site. LTPA has certified that there have been no changes to the ITC Active Adult Community Project. Once Mt Olive Twp provides their endorsement, the MSA can endorse same for submittal to NJDEP for the new TWA Application.  The Engineer’s Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Benson, seconded by Mr. Kunkel and the affirmative vote of members present.                


Commissioner Sylvester reported that Netcong’s QPA (independent contractor) would be interested in a service agreement with the MSA.
