WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available through the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust to pay for said Contract; and


WHEREAS, Lee T. Purcell Associates, Consulting Engineers for the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority have reviewed the bid, and by letter dated February 24, 2011, have recommended that the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority award Contract No. 220 to Jogi Construction Inc., on its bid of $312,000.00 as the lowest, responsible, responsive bidder, contingent upon approval from NJDEP.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority that Contract No. 220 be awarded to Jogi Construction Inc., on its bids of $312,000.00; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to return the bid bonds all of the unsuccessful bidders, except for DeMaio Electrical Co., Inc., and EDC Electric; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to return the bid bonds of DeMaio Electrical Co., Inc., and EDC Electric upon receipt of the fully executed Contract and all other required documents from Jogi Construction Inc.; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the amount of the Contract shall not exceed $312,000.00 without further approval from the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority, and the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority shall not be liable to pay any amount over and above $312,000.00 without prior written approval; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that Steven Rattner as Chairman is hereby authorized to execute the Contract with Jogi Construction Inc., on behalf of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority.
