Mr. Lee Purcell reported on the status of the 5 Priority Projects.  As requested by Mr. Schilling, Mr. Purcell has obtained a price quote from CFM in the amount of $20,800. for additional rehab work on the soda ash system. Resolution of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority

Consent to the Proposed Byram Township Chapter of the

Sussex County Wastewater Management Plan and

Amendment to the Sussex County Water Quality

Management (WQM) Plan 

WHEREAS, the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority (MSA) desires to provide for the orderly development of wastewater facilities within the Musconetcong Sewage Basin; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP) requires that proposed wastewater treatment and conveyance facilities and wastewater treatment service areas, as well as related subjects, be in conformance with an approved WQM plan; and 

WHEREAS, the NJDEP has established the WQM plan amendment procedure as the method of incorporated unplanned facilities into a WQM plan; and

WHEREAS, a proposed WQM plan amendment noticed in the New Jersey Register on January 17, 2012 for Byram Township Chapter of the Sussex County Wastewater Management Plan has been prepared by the NJ Highlands Water Protection and Planning Council, dated December 2011.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED on this 7th day of March, 2012, by the Commissioners of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority that: 

1. The Musconetcong Sewerage Authority hereby consents to the amendment entitled “Byram Township Chapter of the Sussex County Wastewater Management Plan” prepared by the NJ Highlands Water Protection and Planning Council for the purpose of its incorporation into the applicable Sussex County WQM Plan.

2. This consent shall be submitted to the NJDEP in accordance with N.J.A.C. 7:15-3.4. 

3. As indicated on Pages 8-11 of the Byram Township Chapter of the Sussex County Wastewater Management Plan, dated October, 2011, the available existing capacity of the MSA is allocated under Contracts to Hopatcong Borough, Mount Arlington Borough, Mount Olive Township, Netcong Borough, Roxbury Township, Stanhope Borough, and Byram Township.  (Pages 8-11 attached hereto).  The total capacity allocated to Byram Township is 100,000 gallons per day.  While Byram Township can negotiate with a municipality which has capacity available pursuant to an existing Service Contract, the aforesaid municipalities each have the right of first refusal for all gallonage “returned” to the MSA on a pro rata basis on the contract amount.  As set forth in the proposed Amendment to the WQM Plan, any additional capacity of the Township of Byram would be made available only through a purchase from the municipalities having existing Service Contracts with the MSA.

Lots 80, 83 and 84, Route 46 (South Side) between Chamberlain

Lane and Old Budd Lake Road within the Township of Mount

Olive, Morris County, New Jersey  

WHEREAS, the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority by Resolution No. 07-30 endorsed a Treatment Works Approval Permit Application (TWA-1) for sanitary sewer facilities to serve the Mount Olive Mews Townhouse Development located on Block 4100, Lots 80, 83 and 84, Route 46 (South Side) between Chamberlain Lane and Old Budd Lake Road within the Township of Mount Olive, Morris County, New Jersey, for age restricted housing with a sewage flow of 52,000 gallons per day (GPD); and

WHEREAS, the Land Use Board of the Township of Mount Olive has modified their approval to allow non-age restricted units which will increase the flow from the original approval of 52,000 GPD to 61,000 GPD; and 

WHEREAS, the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority can readily accept an additional 61,000 GPD without exceeding sewage flow allocations for both the Township of Mount Olive (1,533,000 GPD) and the MSA Water Pollution Control Plant (4,310,000 GPD); and  

WHEREAS, Lee T. Purcell Associates having submitted a report dated March 6, 2012, regarding the review of the Supplement to the Treatment Works Approval Permit Application, and have recommended that the MSA pass a Resolution Endorsing Section C of the Statement of Consent (WQM-003) for a flow increase from 52,000 GPD to 61,000 GPD. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority that the above referenced Supplement TWA-1 Application to serve the Mount Olive Mews is hereby endorsed; and be it;  

FURTHER RESOLVED, that Steven Rattner, Chairman of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority is hereby authorized to sign the Statement of Consent (NJDEP Form WQM-003).
