      A report is expected to be issued in early May by Sissco Material Handling Co. on the inspection of all cranes, hoists and davit arms.  Mr. Schilling is in the process of preparing a list of MSA assets that are not in use for public sale/auction.  Monthly Repairs & Maintenance Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Hoyt, seconded by Mr. Kieser and the affirmative vote of members present.      

    Motion offered by Mr. Bates, seconded by Mr. Kunkel authorizing the Director to advertise and receive bids for the replacement of either one (1) or four (4) 85 hp pumps at PS#1. Motion carried by the unanimous roll call vote of members present.

      Mr. Lee Purcell updated the Authority on the progress of the Priority Projects and noted that the payment requests are being approved by NJEIT and received by the MSA.  The Engineer’s Report was accepted on a motion offered by Mr. Bates seconded by Mr. Kieser and the affirmative vote of members present. 

      Mr. Fenton Purcell made a presentation on the possible treatment options and projected costs for achieving the proposed new phosphorus and nitrate limits.  The projected cost to achieve these limits is approximately $20 to $40 Million.  Mr. Schilling questioned the type of operation and maintenance.  The Commissioners questioned the need for a cost analyses at this time, in light of the possible Musconetcong River declassification of impairment.

Endorsing the New Jersey Treatment Works Approval (TWA-1)

Permit Application for a Sewer Extension For Mount

Olive Industrial Realty Company to Serve a Flex

Warehouse/Office Building at 650 International Drive

Located on Block 107, Lot 3 within the Township of

Mount Olive, Morris County, New Jersey

WHEREAS, the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority by Resolution No. 08-20 adopted September 3, 2008, endorsed the New Jersey Treatment Works Approval (TWA-1) Permit Application for a sewer extension for Mount Olive Industrial Realty Company to serve a flex warehouse/office building at 650 International Drive, located on Block 107, Lot 3 within the Township of Mount Olive, Morris County, New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the TWA was issued based on the consent of Mount Olive Township and the MSA as provided in the WQM-003 Statement of Consent Form but the Permit has since expired and the MSA has received a request from Gregory Ploussas of Chester, Ploussas, Lisowsky Partnership, LLC to endorse a the TWA-1 Permit that had previously been endorsed by MSA on September 3, 2008, but has since expired. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority that the above referenced Treatment Works Approval Permit Application (TWA-1) for sanitary sewer facilities to serve a flex warehouse/office building at 650 International Drive, consisting of 15,300 square feet of warehouse area, 15,300 square feet of assembly area, and 6,120 square feet of office building area for a total of 36,720 square feet is hereby endorsed contingent upon the following:

Endorsement of NJDEP Form WQM-003 Statement of Consent by the Township of Mount Olive (Sections A-1 and B) and submittal of resolution to the MSA in this regard; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that Steven Rattner, Chairman of the Musconetcong Sewerage Authority is hereby authorized to sign the Statement of Consent (NJDEP Form WQM-003).


Chairman Rattner concurs with the Auditor’s letter of May 2, 2011 recommending the use of Debt Service Reserves as credits for the 2012 and 2013 Budgets. The 2010 Audit will be discussed at the June 1, 2011 regular meeting to allow the Commissioners additional time for review.
